A Note from the Nurse


As a result of a recent Ohio Law (“Healthy Choices for Healthy Children”),  all schools (including public, private and charter schools) are now required to annually conduct Body Mass Index (BMI) screening for students in grades Kindergarten, 3rd, 5th and 9th.    All screenings will be done by the school nurse in private and results are confidential.  As with all school screenings parents will be sent a letter if their child’s screening result is outside of the expected result according to the Ohio Department of Health screening guidelines.  Parents may excuse their children from any school health screening by sending a letter to the school stating that you do not wish your child to participate in the screening.
